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10. Growth-Inducing Impacts of the Proposed Project 

Pursuant to Sections 15126(d) and 15126.2(d) of the CEQA Guidelines, this section is provided to examine ways in 
which the proposed project could foster economic or population growth, or the construction of additional housing, 
either directly or indirectly, in the surrounding environment. Also required is an assessment of other projects that 
would foster other activities which could affect the environment, individually or cumulatively. To address this issue, 
potential growth-inducing effects will be examined through analysis of the following questions: 

 Would this project remove obstacles to growth, e.g., through the construction or extension of major infrastructure 
facilities that do not presently exist in the project area, or through changes in existing regulations pertaining to land 
development? 

 Would this project result in the need to expand one or more public services to maintain desired levels of service? 
 Would this project encourage or facilitate economic effects that could result in other activities that could 

significantly affect the environment? 
 Would approval of this project involve some precedent-setting action that could encourage and facilitate other 

activities that could significantly affect the environment? 
Please note that growth-inducing effects are not to be construed as necessarily beneficial, detrimental, or of little 
significance to the environment. This issue is presented to provide additional information on ways in which this project 
could contribute to significant changes in the environment, beyond the direct consequences of developing the land use 
concept examined in the preceding sections of this EIR. 

Would this project remove obstacles to growth, e.g., through the construction or extension of major 
infrastructure facilities that do not presently exist in the Project Area, or through changes in existing 
regulations pertaining to land development? 

The proposed project would require an extension of water service lines to the site. However, the area surrounding the 
project site is generally served by water service already, and the proposed extension would not remove any major 
obstacles to growth. 

The project site is designated Planned Development (PD) in the General Plan, Local Coastal Plan (LCP) Land Use and 
Zoning Map, and the Malibu Municipal Code Zoning Map. The PD designation allows for a mix of residential and 
recreational development on the site. The project is consistent with current zoning and land use designations as 
identified in the LCP. Although the project adds PD development standards, this is a requirement of the LCP. No 
other changes to existing regulations would occur as a result of the proposed project. The proposed project would not 
remove obstacles to growth. 

Would this project result in the need to expand one or more public services to maintain desired levels of 
service? 

The following public services agencies and utility service providers were consulted during the preparation of this EIR: 

 The Santa Monica/Malibu Unified School District 
 The Los Angeles County Fire Department 
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 The Los Angeles County Sheriff’s Department 
 The County of Los Angeles Public Library 
 The City of Malibu Parks and Recreation Department 
 The Southern California Gas Company (gas provider for the City of Malibu) 
 The Los Angeles County Water District 29 (water provider for the City of Malibu) 
 GI Rubbish (solid waste service provider for the City of Malibu) 
 Southern California Edison (electricity provider for the City of Malibu) 

All responses are in Appendix B of this report. None of the public service agencies consulted during the preparation of 
this EIR have indicated that this project would necessitate the immediate expansion of their existing resources in order 
to maintain desired levels of service. This project would not, therefore, have significant growth inducing consequences 
with respect to public services. 

Would this project encourage or facilitate economic effects that could result in other activities that could 
significantly affect the environment? 

During project construction, a number of design, engineering, and construction-related jobs would be created. This 
would be a temporary situation, lasting until project construction is completed. This would be a direct, growth inducing 
effect of this project. As new homes are developed and occupied, residents of the proposed project would seek 
shopping, entertainment, employment, home improvement, auto maintenance, and other economic opportunities in 
the surrounding area. Indirect growth inducing effects may include an increased demand for such goods and services 
and could, therefore, encourage the creation of new businesses and/or the expansion of existing businesses that 
address these needs. However, the proposed project would result in the construction of five single-family homes in an 
area planned for residential and recreational uses adjacent to existing residential uses. The project area is already 
equipped to meet the needs of the existing residences. The addition of the five proposed homes would not substantially 
increase the population of the area. The project would not substantially encourage or facilitate economic effects that 
could result in other activities that significantly affect the environment. As discussed above, the proposed project would 
have a direct growth inducing effect, but indirect growth-inducing effects would be minimal. 

Additionally, the proposed recreational component of the proposed project would reduce strain on existing recreational 
facilities, and would not result in the need to expand public services. 

Would approval of this project involve some precedent setting action that could encourage and facilitate 
other activities that could significantly affect the environment? 

The proposed project would result in the construction of five homes and a recreation facility. The project site was 
planned in the Local Coastal Program for a mix of residential and recreational uses. The proposed recreational facility 
would expand the adjacent Malibu Bluffs Park. The proposed project would not involve any precedent-setting actions, 
and would not encourage growth that could affect the environment. 
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
