Re: Communication Facility Located Adjacent to the New College Building

The subject memorandum is an update to the City Council and members of the public regarding
the Emergency Communication Facilities (ECF) tower project and related next steps since the last
memorandum prepared on April 29, 2022 by the City.

Background

As discussed in the City’s previous memorandum regarding this matter, an ECF tower was installed
at the Santa Monica College (SMC)/Los Angeles County Sheriff's Department (LASD) site located
at 23525 Civic Center Way in April 2022. The tower is located on the western side of the SMC
building and stands 91 feet tall (base pole is 75 feet tall and the lightning rod extends an additional
16 feet). Plans of the old tower provided by the applicant in December of 2022 demonstrated that
the previous tower was 85 feet in height (previous tower was 70 feet tall and the lightning rods
extended an additional 15 feet).

In addition, it was determined that while the installation of the ECF was approved, no Conditional
Use Permit (CUP) (as required by Coastal Development Permit (CDP) No. 13-056) was issued for
the use of the ECF. The City informed LA County and SMC that further work on the tower must
cease unless it is necessary for safety and work can resume once the necessary approvals for the
use of the tower are obtained from the City.

CUP for the Emergency Communications Tower and Tower Height

On December 7, 2022, the applicant submitted a CUP application for the use of the tower. In
addition to obtaining a CUP for the use of the tower, City staff informed the applicant that the
additional tower height beyond what was approved as part of CDP No. 13-056, must also be
addressed. To date, Staff has completed two review cycles of the application materials and the
application remains incomplete (Attachments 1 and 2). The applicant submitted a height verification
survey (Attachment 3) as part of their CUP application which verified that the height of the
monopoles’ base is 74.85 feet, however it did not account for the height of the tallest antenna
mounts or the lightning rod which exceed the base height. The applicant is working with SMC and
LASD on a solution to lower the antenna mounts down to 75 in height. The applicant has stated
that the lightning rod may not be removable as it is for safety purposes.

Design and Color of the Tower

Staff also informed both LA County and SMC that they must address the colors and lighting of the
tower as part of the current application. Currently the pole is painted orange and white and has
flashing hazard lights attached to the top of the tower in order to meet Federal Aviation
Administration (FAA) safety requirements (Attachments 4 and 5). Staff met with the applicant and
representatives of the FAA in April of 2023. The FAA stated that there appeared to be an error
made by the applicant with the application that was filed which led to confusion regarding the tower’s
actual location on the site. The applicant has agreed to resubmit a new application to the FAA with
the corrected location and the FAA will reevaluate if the orange and white paint colors and lighting
are still required.

On December 7, 2022, the application listed above was submitted to the City of Malibu’s Planning Department
for processing. The subject property is located at 23525 Civic Center Way (APN 4458-022-906) and is zoned
Institutional (I). The subject property is not within the Appeal Jurisdiction of the California Coastal Commission
(CCC) as depicted on the Post — Local Coastal Program (LCP) Certification Permit and Appeal Jurisdiction
Map of the City of Malibu.

Our Planning Department Staff has completed an initial review of the application and determined on January
25, 2023, that the application submitted was INCOMPLETE and will require further information. To
continue processing the application, please address the following items.

Project History

¢ The emergency communications tower was approved under Coastal Development Permit (CDP)
No. 13-056 along with the Santa Monica College and Los Angeles County Sheriff's substation. The
permit included conditions of approval that required the tower to comply with specific color and
lighting designs and a maximum overall height of 75 feet. The following conditions of approval
were included in Planning Commission Resolution No. 16-30 which approved CDP No. 13-056:

2. The approved scope of work includes the demolition of the existing building,
and construction of a new two-story, educational facility, that includes a sheriff
substation, for a proposed floor area ratio (FAR) of 0.20, and removal and
replacement of the existing emergency communication tower, as follows:

a. Demolition:
i. 16,603 square foot single-story square foot building, and 7,279 square foot
basement (former Los Angeles County Sheriff's Substation); and
ii. A portion of the existing arcade and ancillary development within the lease area.
b. Construction:
i. A new two-story, 35 foot, 25,310 square foot educational facility that includes a
5,640 square foot of sheriff substation, for a proposed floor area ratio (FAR) of
.20;
ii.  Hardscape with 6,430 square feet of permeable coverage;
jii. Landscaping;

iv. Grading and retaining walls;

v. Lighting and utilities;

vi. Repair, repave and restripe existing parking lot;

vii. Outdoor amphitheater/terraced seating area; and

c. Relocation and replacement of the existing 70 foot high lattice-style communication
tower with a 75 foot high monopole communication tower.
d. Connection to the City’s future Wastewater Treatment Facility.

17. Prior to construction of the replacement communications tower, the property owner, Los
Angeles County, shall obtain a conditional use permit for the emergency communications
facility use.

24, The project shall incorporate colors and exterior materials that are compatible with the
surrounding landscape.

a. Colors shall be compatible with the surrounding environment (earth tones) including
shades of green, brown and gray, with no white or light shades and no bright tones.

b. The use of highly reflective materials shall be prohibited except for solar energy panels or
cells, which shall be placed to minimize significant adverse impacts to public views to
the maximum extent feasible.

c. All windows shall be comprised of anti-glare glass.

28. No permanently installed lighting shall blink, flash, or be of unusually high intensity or
brightness. Lighting levels on any nearby property from artificial light sources on the subject
property shall not produce an illumination level greater than one foot candle.

87. Colors and materials of the proposed tower, including equipment and antennas attached
thereto, shall be non-reflective and chosen to minimize visual impact to the greatest extent
feasible.

In April of 2022, the emergency communications facility was erected. The conditions of approval
above were not and have not been met. The tower is painted, without City approval, an aviation
orange and white and includes red blinking lights as part of Federal Aviation Administration
(FAA) requirements since it is in close proximity to a helipad. The tower is also taller than the
approved 75 feet when accounting for all appurtenances including the lightning rod atop the
pole.

Outstanding Issues

Coastal Development Permit Amendment (CDPA): CDP No. 13-056 must be amended to allow the
color scheme required by the FAA and account for the tower’s true height which is more than the
approved 75 feet. A CDPA must be applied for to amend the permit so that the site, as constructed,
comes into conformance with the approved design.

A variance must be applied for to allow additional height over the approved 75 feet. Findings for the
variance can be found in the LCP’s Local Implementation Plan (LIP) Chapter 13.26.

The City has identified a couple paths forward to consider:
i. Reduce the tower’s overall height to 75 feet maximum. Apply for a CDPA to account for
the required FAA color scheme and lighting.

ii. Apply for a CDPA and variance for the additional height, colors and lighting. If this route
is taken you will have to identify, with strong technical evidence, the reasons more than
75 feet is needed to achieve the objectives of the tower. The planning department may
not support the variance for additional height if it has not been fully demonstrated that
the height above 75 feet is necessary for the operation of the tower.

On December 7, 2022, the application listed above was submitted to the City of Malibu’s Planning Department
for processing. The subject property is located at 23525 Civic Center Way (APN 4458-022-906) and is zoned
Institutional (I). The subject property is not within the Appeal Jurisdiction of the California Coastal Commission
(CCC) as depicted on the Post — Local Coastal Program (LCP) Certification Permit and Appeal Jurisdiction
Map of the City of Malibu.

Our Planning Department Staff has completed a second review of the project materials submitted on February
22, 2023 and determined on March 29, 2023, that the application submitted was INCOMPLETE and will
require further information. To continue processing the application, please address the following items.
Since many of the items in the previous City determination were not addressed, new information will be
labeled in red.

Addressing the letter submitted on February 22, 2023

Although the current CUP application is for the use of the tower, the City cannot move forward with the
application until the tower comes into compliance with the approval under Coastal Development Permit (CDP)
No. 13-056. As mentioned in the Project History section below, the tower was not built in compliance with the
approved height and is inconsistent with the colors allowed under the conditions of approval for CDP No. 13-
056. Malibu Municipal Code (MMC) Section 17.66.080 requires 11 findings be made for a conditional use
permit. One of which requires that “the proposed project complies with applicable requirements of state and
local law.” The proposed project does not comply with local law for the reasons mentioned below and we must
therefore resolve the issue so that the CUP findings for approval can be made.

Height

The correct height standards to apply for the tower are the Institutional zoning standards of LCP Local
Implementation Plan (LIP) Section 3.9(A)(1). CDP No. 13-056 allowed for a 75-foot-tall tower. Not only is the
lightning rod atop the base pole taller than 75 feet, but the antenna mounts are also taller than the approved
height. The provided letter mentions that previous direction from the City included an interpretation that height
would only include parts of the tower that were permanently affixed rather than removable. If the antenna
mounts are not permanent fixtures, they can be moved to be consistent with the 75-foot maximum height
allowance. We have not received evidence that this cannot be done or evidence that the current height is

required for some reasons related to the operation of the tower. We would consider the reasons as possible
justification for a CDP Amendment to allow for the increased height.

The height for structures within the Institutional zoning district is limited to “18 feet above natural or finished
grade, whichever results in a lower building height, except for chimneys, rooftop antenna, and light standards.”
Further it provides that ‘Flagpoles, satellite dishes, safety railings, elevator shafts, stairwells, church spires,
and belfries may be increased up to a maximum of 35 feet if approved through a site plan review pursuant to
Section 13.27 of the Malibu LIP.” Rooftop antenna exempt from height limitations is related to antennas
mounted to the rooftop of a building. The tower is not considered a building. Pursuant to LIP Chapter 2
regarding Definitions, a building is “any structure having a roof supported by columns or walls and intended for
the shelter, housing or enclosure of any individual, animal, process, equipment, goods or materials or any kind
or nature.” Therefore, the tower is defined as a structure, which is “anything construed or erected which
requires a fixed location on the ground, or is attached to a building or other structure having a fixed location on
the ground.” Any appurtenances attached to the structure shall be considered as part of the overall height of
the Institutional zoning district, which would have to meet either the 18 foot or 35 foot height allowance.

Colors and Lighting

We understand that it is an FAA requirement to have the current tower colors. However, the City would like to
explore alternatives that both meet FAA safety requirements and the City’s approval and applicable code
requirements related to color of structures visible from scenic areas. This is an ongoing issue that the City is
corresponding with the FAA on. If it is determined that the FAA would allow a different color scheme that
meets their requirements and comes into closer conformance with the CDP, we would ask that you explore
that option.

On November 7, 2022 our company performed survey measurements to determine the monopole
tower elevations emergency communications tower at Santa Monica College/Sheriff’s Substation,
located in Malibu, California.

The vertical datum North American Vertical Datum (NAVD88) is based upon Los Angeles County
Public Works bench mark number DYI0045, adjustment 2020. The survey measurements were

made using a Trimble SXIO total station to delineate the elevations at key locations.

Listed below, is the existing tower elevations and attached hereto is an aerial photo of the monopile
tower.

Concrete base at ground - 22.34’

Top of monopole tower - 97.19°

Calculated tower height - 74.85’

Based on the surveyed elevation, the height of the tower from the base to the top cap of the tower
is in substantial conformity with the approved drawings prepared by QDG Architecture, Sheet No.
6009 dated 8-26-2019.
