Public Information Guide: Palisades Fire
Update: January 15, 2025, 3:45 PM

Current Fire Status (source: CalFire):

e Size: 23,713 acres

¢ Containment: 19%

e Structures: CalFire estimates approximately 5,000 structures damaged or destroyed. 2,191
structures confirmed destroyed in total effected area (Palisades and Malibu). Damage
assessments continue to determine how many homes are part of the estimated damaged
structures. These are approximate numbers, subject to change.

e Damage Assessment: Malibu Building inspectors are conducting rapid visual
assessments; number of damaged/destroyed structures within City limits TBD. 35% of
inspections complete.

The MCC is deployed and accessible at Malibu Bluffs
Park (24250 Pacific Coast Highway) daily depending on demand.

Southern California Gas (SoCalGas):

SoCalGas continues to restore service to homes that have not been directly affected
by the Palisades fire. Workers today have restored natural gas service to an additional
601 customers in the northwest areas of Malibu, bringing the total number of restored
customers to 1,279.

SoCalGas representatives will be staffing a community information booth from 10
a.m.-4 p.m. at the Pavilions located at 29211 Heathercliff Road in Malibu. There
customers can get information about restoration efforts, accounts and billing

present. Please allow access to SoCalGas personnel to gas meters to expedite the
restoration of gas service.

Customers will not be billed for gas service during the outage.
Flexible payment arrangements and bill forgiveness may be available for customers
directly impacted by fire damage or displacement.

T-Mobile: 8 towers operating. Working on 4 being assessed for damage. 1 COW at Malibu
High and Middle School. 1 COW being deployed at Malibu Elementary School, Charging
Station at Malibu High School.

T-Mobile: has full coverage in the west side of Malibu (west of Nobu).

AT&T: SatCole and generators stationed at Zuma and Will Rogers State Park for emergency
personnel use only 1/8. All major network facilities remain online with some running backup
power. Mobility teams continue to dispatch where it is safe to do so; however, fire areas and
evacuation zones will not be accessible until conditions improve.

Verizon: Generators on cell towers at Civic Centerand Zuma Beach. Community mobile trailer
at Ralphs with public charging, Wi-Fi and access to TVs.

Do Not Drink Water Advisory: The Los Angeles County Waterworks District No. 29 (LACWD) and
the State Water Resources Control Board - Division of Drinking Water have issued a mandatory DO
NOT DRINK NOTICE for the eastern portion of the City of Malibu up to and including Carbon Canyon
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and the community of Saddle Peak in Topanga due to potential of fire-related contaminants that
may have entered the water system. Affected customers are urged not to drink or cook with the tap
water until further notice.

Unhealthy Air Quality Declared due to Palisades Wildfire: The South Coast Air Quality
Management District, has declared unhealthy are quality from the Palisades Fire Event, impacting
northwest coastal Los Angeles County including Malibu, Pacific Palisades and areas near the fire.

e The Los Angeles County Department of Public Health hasissued an urgent health
order, effective immediately, to address the potential health risks associated with fire
ash, smoke, and particulate matter resulting from the ongoing Critical Fire Events and
Windstorm conditions. As part of this order, the use of all powered air blowers,
including electric and battery-operated leaf blowers, is strictly prohibited across the
County. This restriction applies to all areas within the County.

e The following recommendations will help you protect yourself and your family from
harmful effects of bad air quality:

e Stay indoors to limit exposure, especially if you have heart or lung conditions, are
elderly, or have children.

e Keep indoor air clean by closing windows and doors. Use air conditioners that
recirculate air to filter out harmful particles. Wear an N95 or P100 mask if you must go
outside in smoky conditions for long periods of time in areas with heavy smoke or where
ashis present.

e Avoid using fireplaces, candles, or vacuums. Clean dusty surfaces with a damp cloth
and don’t smoke.

e Avoid leaving your pets outdoors, particularly at night. Pets should be brought into an
indoor location, such as an enclosed garage or a house.

Repopulation: No repopulations efforts are expected to be scheduled for at least the next 72 hours.

Crime: The Los Angeles County Sheriff’s Department is firmly enforcing mandatory evacuations
orders. A misdemeanor will be issued to anyone found in an area that is subject to an evacuation
order. Sheriff’s Crime Suppression Unit is conducting active patrols in all evacuation areas.

Curfew in Effect: Currently the Los Angeles County Sheriff’s Department is now enforcing a curfew
that began at 6:00 pm and will continue to 6:00 am curfew in evacuation zones. Currently no
persons, including residents, are being allowed to re-enter the mandatory evacuation zones.

Key Messages for Residents:
1. Evacuate When Ordered:

o Evacuation orders save lives. If you are told to leave, do so immediately.

o Close allwindows and doors, move flammable items away from your home, and
leave doors unlocked for firefighter access.

o No person is authorized within the evacuation zone, including insurance
representatives, contractors, debris removal contractors. This area has active
hazards and is only available to public safety officials.

2. StayInformed:
o Power outages are affecting alert systems. Residents must tune into KBUU 99.1 FM
for real-time updates.
