Public Information Guide: Palisades Fire
Update: January 17, 2025, 9:00 AM

Current Fire Status (source: CalFire):

e Size: 23,713 acres

e Containment:31%

e Structures: CalFire estimates approximately 5,000 structures damaged or destroyed. 3,501
structures confirmed destroyed and 603 damaged in total effected area (Palisades and
Malibu). Damage assessments continue to determine how many homes are part of the
estimated damaged structures. These are approximate numbers, subject to change.

e Damage Assessment: Malibu Building inspectors are conducting rapid visual
assessments; number of damaged/destroyed structures within City limits TBD. 50% of
inspections complete.

e Injuries: 3* (Per CalFire Report)

o Fatalities: 3 in Malibu per LA County Medical Examiner News Release, 8 total (CalFire)

e Missing: 3 (LA County Sheriff)

e FireLimits: Atthistime, thefire footprint has not grown within City limits, stopped at Franklin
Fire burn scar. Extreme hazards remain within evacuation area.

e Weather Conditions 1/17/25,7:57 AM (Source: NWS):

o 45 degrees, winds SE to NW at 3 MPH, with gusts up to 7 MPH.
o Humidity of 97%. — Reported from the Topanga weather station

by the Palisades fire. Workers today have restored natural gas service to an additional
601 customers in the northwest areas of Malibu, bringing the total number of restored
customers to 2,256.

e SoCalGas representatives will be staffing a community information booth from 10:00
AM - 4:00 PM at the Pavilions located at 29211 Heathercliff Road in Malibu. There
customers can get information about restoration efforts, accounts and billing

e Customer Guidance:

o Customers should not attempt to restore gas service on their own. SoCalGas crews
will assist with service restorations.

o Restoring service requires an in-home safety check, and an adult must be
present. Please allow access to SoCalGas personnel to gas meters to expedite the
restoration of gas service.

o For more information or to report a gas leak, contact SoCalGas at 1-800-427-2200,
available 24/7.

Telecommunications:

T-Mobile: Most sites restored. Malibu Lake site remains down. Two cell on wheels services
are available located at Dukes, Malibu Bluffs Park. Two charging stations are available at
Pavilions and Malibu Bluffs Park.

AT&T: All major network facilities remain online with some running backup power. Mobility
teams continue to dispatch where it is safe to do so; however, fire areas and evacuation zones
will not be accessible until conditions improve. Mobile communication center is placed at
Malibu Bluffs Park.

Verizon: Generators on cell towers at Civic Center. Community mobile trailer at Ralphs with
public charging, Wi-Fi and access to TVs.

Spectrum: Internet service restored in non-effected areas West of Malibu Canyon. Personnel
working on restoring impacted areas.

AT&T has partnered with Information Technology Disaster Resource Center (ITDRC), a national
disaster recovery nonprofit, to develop and deploy a Mobile Connectivity Center (MCC). This 48-
foot traileris equipped with devices and wireless internet connectivity. With 16 workstations, room
for 20 people, air conditioning and heating. The MCC is deployed and accessible at Malibu Bluffs
Park (24250 Pacific Coast Highway) daily depending on demand.

T-Mobile Charging Stations for cell phones and small devices are available at Malibu Bluffs

Verizon Community mobile trailer at Ralphs with public charging, Wi-Fi and access to TVs.

EOC has tentative plans to deploy Wi-Fi trucks to Trancas Country Market, Malibu
Elementary, Malibu High School and Malibu Bluffs Skate Park. Exact timing TBD.

Park and Pavilions on Point Dume. Please adhere to curfew restrictions 6:00 PM- 6:00 AM

Do Not Drink Water Advisory: The Los Angeles County Waterworks District No. 29 (LACWD) and
the State Water Resources Control Board - Division of Drinking Water have issued a mandatory DO
NOT DRINK ORDER for the eastern portion of the City of Malibu up to and including Carbon Canyon
and the community of Saddle Peak in Topanga due to potential of fire-related contaminants that
may have entered the water system. Affected customers are urged not to drink or cook with the tap
water until further notice.

Repopulation: Emergency and utility workers are actively working tirelessly to render hazardous
areas safe for residents to return. Please check official channels for continuous updates on zones
that are deemed safe for repopulation.
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Crime: The Los Angeles County Sheriff’s Department is firmly enforcing mandatory evacuations
orders. A misdemeanor will be issued to anyone found in an area that is subject to an evacuation
order. The Sheriff’s Crime Suppression Unit is conducting active patrols in all evacuation areas.

Curfew in Effect: Currently the Los Angeles County Sheriff’s Department is now enforcing a curfew
that began at 6:00 PM and will continue to 6:00 AM curfew in evacuation zones. Currently no
persons, including residents, are being allowed to re-enter the mandatory evacuation zones.

Drone Use: Temporary flight restriction still in effect. Drones cannot operate for any reason
including damage assessment flights.

Evacuate When Ordered:
o Evacuation orders save lives. If you are told to leave, do so immediately.
o Close allwindows and doors, move flammable items away from your home, and
leave doors unlocked for firefighter access.
o No personis authorized within the evacuation zone, including insurance
representatives, contractors, debris removal contractors. This area has active
hazards and is only available to public safety officials.
